' Before becoming officers the Class of 2009 fine tunes its ethical compass

The Stockdale Center for Ethical Leadership underscores the core values of honor, courage, and commitment
for all 1/C Midshipmen by providing them with the opportunity to discuss issues of leadership, character, and ethics in
a focused setting called the Capstone Seminar. Introduced in 2002, the seminar is one of the final steps 1/C midship-
men take in preparation for assuming the mantle of leadership as
commissioned officers. Each 1/C mid attends the day long seminar
and can select any one of 32 dates that best fits their schedule.
Each seminar is limited to 36 midshipmen to maintain small group
discussion effectiveness. Mids attend seminars in civilian business
attire to remove any semblance of rank hierarchy. The seminar is
integrated with the academic courses in leadership and moral rea-
soning taught during all four years at USNA, and allows 1/C mids
a valuable opportunity to test their knowledge and skills as well as
challenge that of their peers. Experienced facilitators at each table
enhance the seminar’s effectiveness and provide valuable input and
perspective to assist in the decision making process. The seminars
strive to reinforce a midshipmen’s ability to discern between right and wrong and reason through ‘right vs. right’ deci-
sions, while stressing the obligations they have as leaders to develop moral courage to do what is right, even at great
personal risk. Speakers for Fall 2008 will include Col. Art Athens, USMCR; MGen Anthony Taguba, USA; BGen Tho-
mas Draude, USMC; CAPT Dick Couch, USN; and Capt. George Burke, USAF.
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2010 Commitment Signing: 2 for 7 papers signed, sealed, & celebrated

Members of the Class of 2010 reconfirmed their dedi-
cation and intent to serve their country at morning cere-
monies held August 18 and 19. The signing was held in
historic Memorial Hall. Also known as “2 for 7°, the
ceremony provides a moment of serious reflection on
what it means for your Midshipmen to serve as Naval
and Marine Corps officers. The papers are legally
binding commitments in which Midshipmen agree to
complete the final 2 years at the Naval Academy and
serve 5 years on active duty after graduation and com-
missioning. During the ceremony Mids also signed the
Honor Scroll re-dedicating themselves to the honor
concept and treatise.

The Class of 2010 then celebrated with a formal
Commitment Dinner in King Hall on August 20th. The
menu included chicken béarnaise, crabcakes, and
chocolate lovin® spoon cake. The featured guest
speaker was Christian H. Poindexter ‘60, CEO of Balti-
more Gas & Electric and Founder and CEO of
